(A TYPICAL VERB)

SINGULAR PLURAL

FIRST PERSON I love we love
SECOND PERSON you love you love
THIRD PERSON he/she/it loves they love

PRESENT-TENSE FORMS OF HAVE

SINGULAR PLURAL

FIRST PERSON I have we have
SECOND PERSON you have you have
THIRD PERSON he/she/it has they have

PRESENT-TENSE FORMS OF DO

SINGULAR PLURAL

FIRST PERSON I do/don’t we do/don’t
SECOND PERSON you do/don’t you do/don’t
THIRD PERSON he/she/it does/doesn’t they do/don’t

PRESENT-TENSE AND PAST-TENSE

FORMS OF BE

SINGULAR PLURAL

FIRST PERSON I am/was we are/were
SECOND PERSON you are/were you are/were
THIRD PERSON he/she/it is/was they are/were
